Call for Submissions
All submissions are peer-reviewed, and paper submissions are published in the conference proceedings. We invite proposals of the following kind addressing the conference themes:
· Sessions (1.5hours): You organize, inviting 3-4 full papers to present on a chosen theme.
· Paper presentations (0.5hours): Full papers should be around 4-5 pages including research results, abstract and references. All accepted papers are published online. 
· Student poster presentations: Abstracts should be a maximum of 500 and no less than 400 words. All accepted posters will enter the student poster competition.
